emergency Volunteers:

Volunteer Firemen or other emergency personnel, while responding to emergency calls, are occasionally involved in motor vehicle accidents in their personal vehicles. As a reminder, automobile liability and collision insurance follows a private or commercial vehicle. The JIF coverage document does not provide collision or comprehensive insurance coverage to the volunteer’s personal vehicle. In responding to a call, the volunteer’s personal automobile liability policy is primary and the JIF liability coverage is excess over the primary policy limits. These accidents can be very severe and result in injuries to both the volunteer as well as a third-party. 
CAT STORM No. 96:
[image: image1.wmf]The Nor’Easter storms of March 13, 2010 to March 15, 2010 have been classified as a catastrophe or CAT Storm. Scibal is recommending that all potentially covered first party property claims be reported as quickly as possible. Attached find a copy of the reporting form preferred by the excess carrier, Chartis (formerly called AIG). This is called the ACORD Form. This will assist Scibal and Chartis in assessing the total losses and most importantly, get each municipality reimbursed more quickly for their covered loss. If you are not sure if damage is covered under the JIF coverage document, please do not hesitate to contact Scibal to discuss the loss, or report same as a “Report Only”. Each claim will be evaluated for coverage potential.
