Subrogation Update

For all years, Scibal has collected over $792, 767.00 in subrogation, salvage and reimbursement recoveries. 
From January 1, 2009 through December 31, 2009, Scibal was able to recover 

$155,809.00 in subrogation, salvage and reimbursements. 
In a workers’ compensation claim filed against Mt. Laurel, a police officer was injured when he slipped on ice while responding to a call. The officer sustained a torn ligament and fractured fibula; he had to undergo extensive knee surgery and post-operative physical therapy. The homeowner was placed on notice of our intent to protect the statutory workers’ compensation lien. Eventually, the case resolved and Scibal was able to obtain a full lien recovery in the amount of $17,000.00 from the third-party homeowner. 
In another workers’ compensation claim filed against Delanco, a police officer was injured when his patrol car was struck in the rear by a third-party. The officer sustained a spine injury, including a herniated disc. Scibal was able to obtain protect the statutory lien. To date, Scibal has recovered over $18,000.00 in subrogation recovery from the third-party. 
Finally, in a claim filed on behalf of Westhampton, a police vehicle was damaged when it was struck by another vehicle. Scibal was able to subrogate against the third-party and recover the full damages paid to repair the vehicle in the amount of $13,993.55.
