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Lessons Learned from Losses March 2010

MEL CORNER
Each quarter the MEL provides a “snapshot” of claims that resolved in the prior quarter. 
For the fourth quarter of 2009, the MEL resolved 22 cases arising out of 13 MEL JIF funds. The MEL payments totaled $3,198,738.00.  
In the fourth quarter of 2009, the MEL resolved two claims on behalf of Burlco JIF. The MEL payments totaled $42,280.00. 

· In a claim filed against Beverly City, a police officer alleged that he was wrongfully terminated and retaliated against in violation of C.E.P.A. He was a special police officer whose contract was not renewed. He also alleged that Beverly maliciously prosecuted him when he was criminally charged with theft of services. That matter had to do with the opening of a cell phone Nextel cell phone account in Beverly’s name. The claimant alleged this was done with full knowledge of certain of his superiors. The JIF ultimately took the lead in this case and settled with the claimant for $250,000.00. Total legal paid by the Mel amounted to   $39,768.48.
· In a claim filed against Southampton involving an affordable housing dispute, the developer sought injunctive relief and damages. Ultimately, the presiding judge in this case dismissed it for lack of prosecution. The MEL did not pay a settlement in this case. Total legal fees amounted to: $2,512.50.
